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Message of the week

In the 14th Sunday in ordinary time, the Gospel focuses 
on Jesus sending out seventy (or seventy-two) disciples 
on a missionary journey, highlighting the Church’s 
essential call to evangelization. Jesus appoints them in 
pairs to go ahead of him to the towns he plans to visit, 
symbolizing both companionship in mission and the 
universal reach of the Gospel. These disciples are not 
given material provisions or detailed instructions; rather, 
they carry only their faith, experience with Jesus, and 
trust in divine providence. Their mission is urgent and 
challenging—they are like lambs among wolves, sent to 
proclaim peace, heal the sick, and announce that the 
Kingdom of God is near.

Jesus emphasizes simplicity and detachment. The 
disciples are to avoid distractions, carry no belongings, 
and rely entirely on God's care. Their strength comes 
not from power or possessions, but from their deep 
inner conviction and relationship with Christ. Their 
primary message is peace—a peace that is 
transformative, rooted in love and justice, and reflective 
of God’s reign.

Despite the risks, the mission is fruitful. The disciples 
return filled with joy, amazed that even demons 
submitted to them in Jesus ’name. Jesus responds with 
a powerful affirmation: he saw Satan fall like lightning, 
symbolizing the triumph of God’s kingdom over evil. He 
reminds them that their true joy should come not from 
power or success, but from knowing they belong to 
God.

This Gospel reveals the heart of Christian discipleship: 
to live and proclaim the Good News through faith, 
humility, and love. It calls all believers, even today, to 
continue Jesus ’mission—bringing peace, healing, and 
hope to a broken world, and witnessing to the presence 
of God’s Kingdom through simple, faithful lives
