Message of the week

The Parable of the Good Samaritan remains one of
the most powerful teachings of Jesus, not only for its
moral depth but for its enduring relevance. In this
story, a man is left wounded by the roadside, ignored
by a priest and a Levite—figures of religious
authority—yet rescued by a Samaritan, someone
traditionally despised by the Jewish community.

Jesus tells the story in response to a lawyer asking
how to inherit eternal life. When the lawyer correctly
identifies love of God and neighbour as the key,
Jesus illustrates this love through a Samaritan who
goes out of his way to help a wounded man. The
Samaritan breaks through social, religious, and ethnic
divisions, driven not by obligation but by compassion.

Jesus uses this shocking example to show that true
neighborliness is measured not by status, religion, or
law, but by compassion.

In today’s world, we still meet the wounded—those
suffering from poverty, addiction, discrimination, or
abandonment. Like the priest and Levite, we can be
tempted to pass by, busy with obligations or blinded
by prejudice. But the Gospel, tells us clearly:
compassion comes first. Rules, titles, and traditions
must serve the deeper mission—the salvation and
healing of the person.

This reflection challenges us to ask: Who are we in
this story? Are we bound by fear and formalism, or
moved by mercy? The Samaritan teaches that to love
is to act.

Code of Canon Law, Canon 1752 says “and the
salvation of souls, which must always be the supreme
law in the Church, is to be kept before one’s eyes.”,
reminds us that everything in the Church—Ilaws,
ministries, structures—must serve this one goal: the
salvation of souls. When we allow love to guide us,
we fulfill both the Gospel and the law.
